Enhancement Accepted - In most of the categories enhancement is accepted -

this means that we will accept any amount of dodging, burning (selectively lightening and

darkening elements) and other basicenhancements (contrast, saturation etc). However combining

different elements, changing backgrounds etc is not allowed.

In the creative section we allow everything, no rules.

No manipulation - In the landscape / seascape / cityscape the objective is to

present the image in it's purest form. This means that you can change the contrast and exposure but no

dodging and burning is accepted (that means selectively lightening or darkening the image).

Anything Goes - That means that you can enhance the image however you wish, you can cut and paste together different
elements, change the background or do basically whatever you wish as long as it's your own work. 35
